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are court ordered for custody
or unsupervised visitation

with reported abusers.

Although research confirms mothers make
deliberately false allegations of sexual abuse less than
2% of the time, custody courts are giving the alleged
sexual predator custody in 85% of these cases.

In the context of DV, contested custody cases are
overwhelmingly domestic violence cases involving

the worst abusers, ones who believe their partner has
no right to leave, but standard court practice is to
pressure victims to cooperate with their batterers instead
of requiring abusers to stop their coercive tactics

in order to have a relationship with their children.”

A child’s exposure to domestic violence, sexual abuse,
or being separated from a primary attachment parent
results in children suffering more illnesses and injuries
as children, later as adults, and are expected to have
a shortened life span”

“The standard and required domestic violence
training received by evaluators, judges and
lawyers does not adequately prepare them
to handle abuse cases. Inadequately trained
professionals tend to believe the myth that
mothers frequently make false allegations.”

of fathers who actively sought
custody received sole or joint
custody, regardless of whether

there was a history of abuse.

“In the course of reviewing hundreds of horrifically heartbreaking cases
from around the country, it has been very difficult for me to select only the
few Istories I felt would cause leaders to change the way the courts do
business to protect families. In one case, the little girl, Anderson (then age
11), knew the courts were going to traffic her to her violent wealthy facher
because her mom ran out of money trying to rescue her and her brother.
Anderson looked at me with these big blue eyes with tears and begged me
to save her, and I had to explain that I'm nota hero or a lawyer, I'm a
journalist and I will fight for her with my pen that is my sword. I couldn't
promise her anything else except that her mom loved her very much. That
her mom wasn't crazy, she was a sane person stuck in a crazy situation.

The C]Cis trying to fix that crazy situation, and I commend them for it.

Just like the victims of foreclosure fraud, it helps divorcing families to
understand that they are fraud victims too, that many times they are
entering into a well crafted scam over which they have no control and
judgments against them are being lucratively rubber stamped by the people
in the justice system they go to in order to seck help. There is no other
reason why a judge would order a parent to pay a GAL $150,000 to guard
the best interests of a child they never met. You've got criminal courts and
child welfare officials refusing to do their jobs and protect children so they
can shift the cases over to family court where predatory professionals can
turn a dirty buck off the atrocities committed against children and the
debates that will ensue berween custody evaluators, attorneys, visitation
supervisors, GALSs, and evaluarors to evaluate the evaluators. And
meanwhile, these kids are coming home in body bags sometimes.

It has o stop.”

Human rights organizations are overlooking what is actually one of the
most profound and devastating government-sponsored wrongs occurring
in our hemisphere or in any other. Mothers are being forbidden to protect
their children from violent, cruel, or sexually abuse fathers, and the
government is actively siding with and empowering the father. Please help
us to raise a deafening clamor in the time ahead so that the government is
called to account for what it is doing and is forced by its own people to
stop its pro-abuse family court system in its tracks. Thank you so much for
